PE at Churchfields

PE is delivered to both KS1 & KS2 by qualified PE staff from Chesterton Community Sports College. PE aims to provide opportunities for pupils to experience a range of sporting areas and thus develop a wide range of skills. The sports covered within PE are also provided in extra- curricular clubs and intra house competitions.

Extra Curricular Provision

Since specialised PE staff have been delivering PE at the school, attendance at extra curricular clubs has trebled. The following club provision has been provided during the 2014/15 academic year with the following numbers of students signed up to attend the club:

School Games Organiser Links

The PE staff have close links with the SGO who is based at Chesterton Community Sports College. This has allowed increased access to equipment, which is used for the change for life clubs and entry into primary competitions.

Sports Leaders

The PE staff at the school have started a sports leaders club where students develop their leadership skills. The students then assist at sporting competitions, and sports day to help in the organisation and running of the event.

Sports Day

Sports day is an annual event on the school calendar and is provided for EYFS, KS1 & KS2. All students compete in the sports day events, which also link into the PE curriculum. This is a successful event that offers an opportunity for students to take part and support within their house colours. Sports Day is organised and run by PE staff with the support of all other staff.
