Attendance

Missed school days are a concern at the moment. Please support good attendance and encourage your
children into school. We will always keep an eye out if children say they are unwell and contact you if
necessary. As a school, we are aiming that every child hits the school target of 96%. | know that children
can be ill and that is why we praise all children who are above the school target of 96%. To hit this target,
they can only miss a maximum of 8 school days (over the course of the year). A major cause for concern
is if your child ends the academic year below 90% as this is classed as persistently absent and is proven to
affect progress in all subjects. This is the equivalent of 18 days off school. Please be aware that if your
child has attendance that is below the school target then it is important that as a school, we are supporting
you to address this. You may receive letters from Mrs Tucker, Mr Skupham, or myself; however if you are
concerned, please come in and see any one of us to help to avoid the situation getting worse.
